* Know the level of competition and make the right decision

* Be able to explain what happened

* Protect Players, from the actions of others & their own actions
* Impact Fouls

* Does this foulimpact the play

* Has this been a foul throughout the game

* Any Pulling Lineman are your responsibility

* Watch out for crossing patterns

*  When safe....move towards LOS. Primary on Ineligible Downfield
* Secondary on Passes beyond LOS

* KNOW whether a pass is caught beyond the LOS

Wings
e Stay with your keys
* Secondary on Ineligible Downfield, especially backside of a play moving away from you
* Watch for Holding of Eligible Receivers
* Leave the QB alone unless it involves the spot or Facemask fouls

BackJudge
» Stay with your keys
* Keep your cushion to be able to see

* Back Judge

* Interior Line Fouls (ok to watch but you better be right if you throw)
